NoraQ award-winning pie was a Pineapple Coconut Pie
and the recipe is below:

Crust-

1 cup sliced almonds

1/2 cup all-purpose flour, or einkorn all-purpose flour

1 Tbsp. granulated sugar

1/4 Tsp. salt

1/4 cup unsalted butter

Instructions

o Preheat oven to 350 degrees and spray a 9" pie dish with cooking spray.

o Pulse the sliced almonds in the food processor until they are finely chopped. Add the flour, sugar
and salt and pulse a few more times until the ingredients are just combined. Pour in melted butter
and pulse until a coarse paste forms.

Press the crust mixture into the pie dish using a flat-bottomed cup such as a measuring cup.
Bake the crust y—M Jminutes until golden brown then remove from the oven to cool.

Filling-

8 0z. cream cheese, softened

1 cup pineapple juice

1/4 cup cream of coconut

3.4 oz. box instant vanilla pudding

1/2 cup canned, crushed pineapple-strained

1/2 cup sweetened coconut flakes

8 o0z. cool whip

Instructions:

o Inalarge bowl, or the bowl of a stand mixer fitted with the whip attachment, beat cream cheese
until completely smooth. With mixer on medium-low, slowly begin beating in the pineapple juice,
scraping the bowl as often as necessary to ensure there are no lumps.

o Once pineapple juice and cream cheese are combined and silky smooth, stir in cream of coconut
and mix thoroughly. Add entire package of instant vanilla pudding and beat on medium-high
speed for 2 full minutes until thick and creamy. Add pineapple and 1/ 2 of the sweetened coco-
nut.

o Take the other 1/2 of sweetened coconut and spread it over the bottom of the prepared pie crust.
Fold 2 cups of cool whip into the filling. Once whipped topping is fully incorporated, transfer filling
into prepared pie crust and smooth into an even layer. Refrigerate about 4 hours or until firm.

o Just before serving, top the pie with homemade whipped cream, sprinkle with toasted coconut,
slice and serve!
